Full-time doctoral programmes (aspirantura) are the principle way of preparing for a
research and/or academic career in Russia. In 2024, Herzen University offers full -time
doctoral programmes in 52 research disciplines.

Full-time doctoral programmes provide a profound theoreticalfundamental training
in the selected discipline and teach strong skills of processing a large amount of
information. You will not only carry out an original research, but also complete a practical
internship and take doctoral (kandlidatskie) exams.

DOCTORAL DEGREE (NON-ENROLLED ROUTE) — AN OVERVIEW

The non-enrolled route (prikreplenid to a doctoral degree means that you can
fulfil all the requirements for a doctoral degree without enrolling on a full-time
doctoral programme. As a non-enrolled student, you may conduct research both on-
and off-campus.

You will have a research supervisor who is a prominent scholar in the discipline of
specialisation and will assist you in formulating the topic of your doctoral research,
oversee your work on the doctoral thesis, and guide you through the process of
preparing research articles and conference reports.

In contrast to full-time doctoral programmes, the non-enrolled route is only
available under student contracts (i.e. a fee applies). Upon signing a contract, you will
be considered ‘registered’ with the university rather than ‘enrolled’ on a programme,
and have a different status compared to ‘enrolled’ students.

Herzen University offers an opportunity to obtain a doctoral degree via the non-
enrolled route in 56 research disciplines.

performers from other educational organisations and cultural
institutions.
